Join a multi-year, NIH-funded project investigating associations between Assisted Reproductive Technology (ART) and maternal & child health outcomes in Massachusetts.  Work with renowned researchers in the field of fertility and MCH research. 

Position Description: The Statistical Programmer will be responsible for helping to develop and expand a new data system to be used in this study:  She/he will participate in creating, managing and maintaining a linkage of data between the Pregnancy to Early Life Longitude Data System (PELL), a linked, longitudinal system of maternal and child health data, and clinical ART data.

Specific functions include the use of SAS and associated linkage software to develop and execute probabilistic and deterministic record linkage algorithms to create a new data system which links together multiple existing data sources.  The person in this position will also create new data elements, including de-identified and calculated variables. Some basic statistical analyses will also be required.

Qualifications: Advanced skill level in SAS programming. Masters in Public Health, Biostatistics, Epidemiology or a related field and 3-5 years similar experience along with formal training in SAS programming are required. Experience in complex data linkage of large datasets highly desirable.  Experience in basic analyses and presentation of data also desirable. Interest in maternal and child health epidemiology and/or fertility studies helpful.
